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 EVENT INFORMATION PACKET

Thank you so much for your desire to make a difference in the world by supporting the Just Like My Child Foundation!  We truly appreciate your desire and enthusiasm to get involved in saving children’s lives.  
This packet is intended to help you plan a successful event, answer any questions you might have and ensure a smooth and easy process for you.  It includes a list of possible types of events, sign-in sheets, sponsorship sheet, donation forms and sample letters to schools, parents and teachers. 
There are an endless number of things that you can do to help Just Like My Child, but here are a few ideas:

· Save a Mother, Save a Child Campaign – School fundraising for a specific healthcare goal, for example, raise funds to buy an ambulance for Just Like My Child, start a campaign to raise funds to buy 1000 bed nets for 1000 children in10 days, etc.  
· Educate a Child Campaign - School fundraising for specific educational goal, i.e. a new school, school supplies for a school, etc.
· Healthy to School Program – It only costs $20 to ensure a child in Uganda goes to school healthy.  Raise $20 for each student that goes to your school, i.e. 500 students at your school could save 500 children in Uganda by simply raising $20 per person.
· School “Fun”-draisers:
· Teacher Dress-up Day i.e. “Torture-a-Teacher” Day – You must raise a certain amount per teacher ($500, $1000, etc)  if you want to see the very proper Mr. Smith dressed up as a punk-rocker or the tough gym teacher dressed up as Mother Goose, etc.  The possibilities are endless!
·  Give It Up – In this event,  students, teachers and parents give up one thing, for example a daily latte, etc, for a certain period of time and donate this money to the fundraising event. 
·  Dollar-a-Day Campaign – Youth get parents, teachers, friends to donate one dollar per day for a certain number of days. 
· Partner with a local restaurant, like McDonald’s or Cold Stone Creamery, to have the teaching staff work at the restaurant for a 2-3 hour time period (in what normally would be slow time for the restaurant) and a percentage of the proceeds go to the fundraising event.  

· Bat/Bar Mitzvah (or other rite of passage) Project

· School Sponsorship of Event, e.g. Fashion Show, Charity Ball, auction, carnival, etc

· Any other creative ideas you or your child might have!

NEXT STEPS IN PLANNING AN EVENT

· Step One

· If you are a parent, speak with your child or children and/or children’s friends about what kinds of activities sound fun and interesting.

· If you are a student, share this packet with your parents and/or teachers explaining what you want to do and why it’s important.

· If you are a teacher, speak to students to see what they are interested in, as well as other teachers and school administration.

· Step Two

· Talk to school administration and/or teachers to get them involved and excited about the project.
· Step Three

· Talk to other parents, friends, and students to get them excited about a fun event and the prospect of raising awareness and funds for a great cause!

· Step Four

· Once you are clear on the specifics, what type of event, when and where it will take place, distribute flyers and invitations; send out emails; post information on myspace.com, Facebook.com, etc.
· Step Five

· Be sure to stay in contact with Just Like My Child staff who can help answer your questions and give you support. We are so appreciative of your efforts!

· Step Six

· Put on a successful event and have fun knowing that you are helping children who so desperately need it!

· Step Seven

· Congratulate yourself on a successful event!  Speak with Just Like My Child staff to wrap up and answer any final questions.
